The class will also provide training related to the tactical polygraph
screening exam to assist in ICAC investigations. The training will focus on the unique issues
relating to individuals accused or convicted of sexual offenses.

The course will include a discussion of the different types of PCSOT exams,
question formulation, test construction, and the interdisciplinary relationship
between supervision, treatment, and polygraph examiners. The
requirements of the APA model policy for PCSOT testing will be
discussed. Students may sit for the APA recognized examination at the
1890 Star Shoot Parkway conclusion of the training. Upon successful completion of the
Suite 170-366 examination students will be issued a certificate from the NPA.
